Profile

Ayaz Jokhio, born in 1978 in Mehrabpur, Sindh, is one of the most intelligent, innovative, and 

important voices in contemporary art from Pakistan. He obtained his Bachelor's in Fine Arts from 

the National College of Arts, Lahore, in 2001, and his Master's in Art Education from Beaconhouse 

National University, Lahore, in 2018.

He lives and works between Lahore and Mehrabpur, Sindh.

Jokhio, known for his work, often infused with dry humor, uses an amalgamation of imagery from 

both print and electronic media, alongside his own observations of contemporary Pakistan. He 

incorporates diverse media and techniques, from painting with his hands to digitally created 

images, and from installations to kinetic sculptures.

His works have been shown extensively in numerous solo and group exhibitions, both nationally 

and internationally. Notable exhibitions include Curtained at Canvas Gallery, Karachi (2022), the 

First Karachi Biennale (2017), Digging Deep Crossing Far in Karachi, Berlin, and Lahore (2016-17), 

the Art Dubai Solo Booth at Canvas Gallery (2015), Sindh Festival, Karachi (2014), Art Dubai 12 

and ArtHK 11 at Green Cardamom, and A Poet�s Country: His Eyes at Green Cardamom, London 

(2012). He also exhibited at the Asia Pacific Triennial 6 in Brisbane, Australia (2009).

Jokhio has also been an artist-in-residence in Germany, Japan, Switzerland, and his home country, 

Pakistan.

Jokhio quit his position as an associate professor after teaching for 18 years (2006 to 2024) at the 

Mariam Dawood School of Visual Arts and Design, BNU Lahore. He currently teaches at Harsukh 

School Lahore, a school run by his family for children from underprivileged backgrounds.
