This specificity of meaning is what changes a Space into a resonant
Place.

This work is about the corpus of
stories that teach us about life, that allow the imagination to expand and that give meaning to
existence.

| use repetition as a tool within my practice in an attempt to break down conscious thought about a
subject through repetition to a point where the process and materials allow access to deeper
knowledge about the subject. The processes | use to make the work allow a certain freedom of
thought outside linguistic formulations, into abstract territory.

The titles of works are derived from the corpus of literary stories and characters, that have
enthralled me and animated my world. It is a celebration of stories and storytellers, that weave the
fabric of our existence with echoes of the extraordinary.
