Artist statement

The work is a crossover between representation and abstraction; between marks and
forms; between paint as a subject and paint as a symbol of an object. Using intuition,
chance and repetition as strategies for making, | reflect on the subliminal, latent
structures that determine hand gestures while making marks on a two-dimensional
surface. The stimuli and methods of mark making, hence, become the primary content.
Outcomes are never fixed. They keep changing with circumstance and opportunity.

The work also critiques academically trained aesthetics and formal art education to
understand cultures of authenticity in a visual language system, identifying
connections and challenging the binaries of the serious and the satirical, of high and
low art, and of the values associated with cultivated and uncultivated taste.

Rabeya Jalil is a visual artist and art educator based in Lahore, Pakistan. She received her
undergraduate degree from the National College of Arts (2005), Lahore and a Masters in Education
from Columbia University, Teachers College, New York, on a Fulbright Scholarship (2013). Jalil’s
creative practice includes painting, curriculum development, teacher-education and writing. She is a
founding member and co-editor for the Journal of Art and Design Education Pakistan (JADEP), the first
peer-reviewed publication about art and design education in the region, under the aegis of the National
College of Arts, and is co-director of Conversations, an online talk show about art and design
academics in Pakistan. Currently, she is Associate Professor and Head of Painting in the Department of
Fine Art at the National College of Arts, Lahore.
